TV Ministry Report - FY2009

Mission
The goal of the TV Ministry is to provide catholic radio, TV and internet programming to
everyone encompassed in the Diocese of Worcester. This mission is accomplished by bringing
this programming to general Catholic, homebound, elderly and shut in viewers.

Demographics
In 2009 TV Ministry reached over 420,000 homes in and around Worcester County with over 300
new television broadcasts along with a strong presence on WTAG with the production of
Morning Prayer and other PSA’s on the radio.

Internet
We have created a new web site that allows us to host Masses and videos of all of our
productions. The Ministry also began live webcasting of special events and Pontifical Ceremonies
from the Cathedral on UStream, which also serves as a free archive site. In 2009 the domain
names worcestercatholictv.com and org were purchased to create easier names for people to
remember.

Major accomplishment in FY 2009
In 2009 the 2 major accomplishments were the creation of the new web site and the distribution of
the Conversation Series and Come Follow Me series to CatholicTV. This allows us to have these
shows on TV throughout the country. Additionally, Conversation Series programs were packaged
in conjunction with the Office of Religious Education for Adult Faith Formation session by
cluster.

Duplication Services
We continue to be a cheaper alternative for departments as a duplication facility. In 2009 we
made over 4,000 DVD and CD duplications for departments and clients.

Goals for 2010
The goal for 2010 is to have more internet presence and stream more live events on the internet.
